Strong sustainability and Social Work

* What is in favour of strong sustainability (Ott/Déring 2011) as a concept of Social Work?

- Ecological destruction is serious — focus on ecology is necessary

- Ecological destruction is increasing social consequences (e.g. human rights violations)
- Careful use of natural resources (= prevention concept in Social Work)

- More options for future generations

- Sufficiency as a core strategy

* Key question for the practice of Social work: ‘Until what extent is the ecological dimension taken into

accountin the practical decisions of social work?’ (Liedholz 2023a: 46)
